A Location That Opens the Map

Chama, NM — ~25 minutes south — home to the world-famous Cumbres & Toltec Scenic Railroad, blue-ribbon trout fishing on the

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7 dirt tanks — strategically placed water sources that anchor wildlife to the property year-round and support livestock through the

dry months

Abundant Wildlife

This ranch sits in the heart of northern New Mexico's most coveted big game country, where genetics run deep and bulls grow wide. The

property comes with a coveted 1 mature bull elk tag — a landowner benefit that alone commands significant value in a region where

public draw odds are increasingly competitive.

Trophy mule deer are a regular presence on the property, benefiting from the terrain diversity and reliable water sources the 7 dirt

tanks provide. Adjacent to the Jicarilla Apache Nation — one of the most storied and strictly managed trophy mule deer destinations on

earth — this ranch occupies prime real estate along natural migration corridors that channel big game through the property season

after season.

Black bear, mountain lion, wild turkey, and blue grouse round out an already impressive wildlife roster.

The History Beneath Your Feet

The Lumberton corridor has been traveled and revered for centuries. The Jicarilla Apache people called this mountain country home

long before the Denver & Rio Grande Railroad laid iron through the valley in 1882, opening the region to the world. Spanish land grant

heritage and early Franciscan missions left their mark on every canyon and village from here to Chama. Owning land in this region

means standing on ground that has carried the weight of history for generations.

At $1,800,000, the Archuleta Mesa Ranch offers a rare combination that the market simply does not produce often: a fully improved, off-

grid capable mountain compound with trophy hunting rights, seven water features, equestrian infrastructure, and jaw-dropping views —

all straddling the Colorado border at the center of the West's finest four-season recreation corridor.
